WEBSITE UNRAVELS LEGAL MAZE

A former solicitor fed up with the time his firm spent searching the internet for legal information has developed Australia’s most comprehensive legal website – with major benefits for the public.

Andrew Rogers witnessed the frustration experienced by lawyers and legal secretaries in his team as they spent hours trawling the internet for Acts and courts websites.

He became so passionate about easy access to legal information, he built his own legal internet site and sold his law practice to dedicate his time to its development and commercialisation.

The solution to the problem was Foolkit - a website that brings together hundreds of well-organised links, delivering results quickly. And in building the site, Andrew has also made access to justice simpler for the general public.

 “I originally wrote Foolkit as an intranet for use in my own law firm,” Andrew said. 

“I wanted to have something on everyone’s computers that was familiar to them so that they would be comfortable using it.  And I didn't like it that some people saved copies of information on their computers rather than using the latest available version from the internet.”

When Andrew recognised the intranet’s incredible usefulness within his own office,  he began to share it with other lawyers.

“In a large firm, I believe Foolkit could save staff 100 or more hours a week by making searches more efficient and reliable,” Andrew said.

“Essentially, it reduces the cost of delivering legal services.”

Foolkit is free, and is divided into a section for lawyers and a section for the general public. It includes:

· state by state legislation

· more than

· 6,000 quick links

· information on ‘Choosing a Lawyer’

· ‘DIY’ legal kits

Andrew said the name ‘Foolkit’ was a variation of the term ‘toolkit’ and reflected his aim to make the site easy for anyone to use.

Andrew was born in South Australia, studied law at University of Adelaide and opened up his own law firm in 1985, Andrew Rogers and Associates.
